Low debt and high capital efficient businesses are some of the financial parameters that form the key
selection criteria of companies in this portfolio. The investment strategy of the scheme will be to primarily invest in equity or equity
linked securities of listed/to be listed Indian companies. The Scheme may invest in equity derivatives, amongst other things for
purposes of hedging and portfolio balancing, as may be permitted under the Regulations from time-to-time Investment in debt and
money market securities will be done for liquidity purpose.

The Scheme may also invest in the hybrid securities viz. Units of REITs and InvITs for diversification and subject to necessary
stipulations by SEBI from time to time

In a rising interest rates scenario, the Fund Manager will endeavour to increase investment in money
market securities whereas if the interest rates are expected to fall, the allocation to debt securities with
longer maturity will be increased thereby mitigating risk to that extent.

The liquidity and volatility of a security are
an important criterion in security selection process. This ensures that liquidity risk is managed.

The Scheme shall invest a major portion of its debt investments in Government Securities thus lowering
the overall credit risk in the portfolio.

Reinvestment risk is an inherent feature of the portfolio management process. It may be managed, to a
certain extent, by seeking to invest in securities with relatively low intermittent cash flows.
